Pulling – Meat usually Boston butts,  picnic shoulders or beef briskets are cooked or smoked using a low-heat over long periods of time until the meat becomes so tender that its connective tissues let the meat fall apart or be "pulled," or shredded easily. For this is usually when the internal temperature of the meat reaches 200( to 205(.
